Verdot

Intense aromas of crushed violets
and unsweetened chocolate with
wisps of exotic floral notes are
complimented by a background of
subtle oak. This wine is a mouthful
with an elegant sufficiency of
tannins and toasty oak followed by
an extended, rich finish.

Cellaring: While enjoyable now,
this intense Petit Verdot will
continue to improve with proper
cellaring for another 5-10 years in
the bottle with a plateau of best
drinkability from 2023-2028.

This elegant wine will
compliment a large array of foods and aged cheeses.
