This
wine has a somewhat fleshy, supple
mid-palate followed by a clean, crisp
finish.

This delightful wine is
designed to be consumed while
young and fresh. While traditionally
chosen for warm spring and
summer days, this wine will
enhance all classic fall and winter
holiday feasts.
